Reed Care
Make sure to have:

· 2 to 3 working reeds, not older than 1 month and not worn out
· reed holder
Reed Do’s:

· Store your reed in a protective holder between uses
· Keep your reed dry when not using it

· Use the right strength (medium, medium-soft, 2 ½, 3, etc.)

· Soak your reed before playing on it

Reed Don’t’s:
· Never store your reed on your mouthpiece

· Do not store your reed somewhere it can’t dry out – if it stays wet, it will get moldy

· Don’t use a reed with chips in it – your tone will suffer

· Don’t use the same reed every day – it will wear out too fast and you’ll just end up having to buy more
Double Reeds:
· Above rules apply
· If your reed is too soft, your pitch will be flat; too hard = sharp
· You can use fine grit sand paper to lightly sand your reed making it softer
· If your reed does not respond, try adjusting the tip by gently squeezing the wire binding with a pliers
